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            Policy Procedure Proposal for Dismantling Homeless/Transient Encampments 

PROPOSE:

To development and implement a standard procedure and overhaul uniform process for Field Operation Street Cleaning Crew Members. Establish Safety, sanitizing and PPE processes and provide advance notice of homeless/transient encampments clean up. Reduce the risk of exposure to blood borne pathogens, cross contamination, airborne diseases and biohazardous materials in accordance with OSHA standard (BBP, 29CFR 1910.1030) and PPE, 29 CFR 1910 Subpart 1)

PURPOSED PROCEDURE:

NOTICE:
· Management to provide 24 hour notice of job site and provide detailed instructions to Crew Members that are assigned to dismantle homeless/transient encampments. 
PPE: 
· All Crew Members and Seasonal Staff will be required to wear Tyvek hazard coveralls, disposable boot covers, Respirator HEPA mask, safety googles and Kevlar nitrile coated gloves. 
· All disposal PPE will be discarded at clean-up site before Crew Member/Seasonal Staff re-enter City vehicles. 

JOB SITE SANITIZATION:
· Pre sanitize homeless/transient encampment with a CDC recommended disinfectant cleaner with backpack or handheld sprayers before removal of waste 

EQUIPMENT/SUPPLIES: 
· Management to make sure knuckle boom truck and operator, and other FOD vehicles needed for task are on standby or at site to provide assistance if needed.
· Management to make sure the warehouse is adequately stocked up with PPE supplies needed for encampment site clean-up.
· FDA approved sharps container to provide safe disposable of and containment syringes. 

PROPER DISPOSAL:
· All debris collected at homeless/transient camp will be disposed of immediately at Transfer Station unless otherwise directed by management. 
· Crew Members will notified management of items collected that may require storage of be return such as government ID’s and valuables not consider trash.     
TRAINING:
· Provide annual training on bloodborne pathogens, hypodermic needles animal waste, body fluids, bacterium that spread diseases like Hepatitis B, Hepatitis C, HIV, MRSA E Coli, Coronaviruses and Tuberculosis. Provide safety tailgate meetings to address safety hazards involving cleaning homeless/transient encampments and what hazards to look for, safe/unsafe practices and proper PPE.
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
